
The Tribe has now been managing a CAA §103 program for nine years and considers this program a very 
important tribal governmental function. This program allows the Tribe to further protect public health, protect 

cultural resources and the environment, and educate community members regarding air quality issues 
impacting the Reservation. Below are a few accomplishments this program has achieved since its inception.

CAA §103 Air Quality Program

AMBIENT MONITORING

Since 2008, the Tribe has been monitoring 
PM2.5 utilizing a Met One Instruments, BAM-
1020 beta attenuation monitor. The Tribe will 
begin ozone monitoring in FY-2018 due to the 
results of a recent ozone study conducted on 
the Reservation. 

EMISSIONS INVENTORY

Since 2006, the Tribe has completed three 
Reservation-wide emissions inventories (EI) and 
a greenhouse gas (GHG) EI. The most recent  
Reservation-wide update, completed in 2017, 
was developed utilizing the TEISS program 
provided by ITEP. The GHG EI was completed 
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Inventory Tool. 

INDOOR AIR QUALITY

Every year the Tribe offers mold inspection 
services and radon sampling to the community.  

TIRE INSPECTION PROGRAM

During FY-2017, the Air Program began to 
implement a tire pressure inspection program 
on the Reservation. The purpose of this 
program is to reduce greenhouse gas emissions 
from vehicles operating with under inflated 
tires by educating the public and providing 
assistance in inflating tires to the 
recommended operating pressure rating. 

AIR QUALITY INDEX

The Tribe utilizes the air quality index (AQI) to 
communicate to the community how polluted 
the air has been over a period of time. These 
notices are sent out to the community through 
newsletters and flyers.
